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All referees should follow this guideline when reporting cautions, send offs and any other special 
circumstances. Each item listed here is important. Please keep this memo for reference and follow 
every step. 

*  File the report as soon as practical after the game - definitely no later than 24 hours. 

*  File all reports no later than Monday evening following the weekend game.

1. Referees and A/R information: 
1.1. Provide all referee and A/R information – see example below. 
1.2. All names should be listed as Last, First 
1.3. Include the same information for club linesmen, if applicable. Collect it from them 

before walking away from the field. 
1.4. Select the correct Competition field. 

 



 
2. Teams, coaches and other information 

2.1. See example below. Provide final score, team and coaches’ names. 
2.2. Enter the correct game date and time! Do not leave the [wrong] defaults – they indicate a 

date of 12/31/1969 at 4:00PM. 

 



 
3. Cautions 

3.1. List each player name as Last, First. 
3.2. Complete the relevant information on each line. 
3.3. Details of Cautions: include all relevant information but be brief and succinct. No need 

for long stories here. 
3.4. If a player receives two cautions, list both cautions here. We need to know about each 

card individually. See for example Lacosta, Dave below. 

 



 
4. Send offs – red cards 

4.1. List each send off with enough details to allow us to deal with it correctly. 
4.2. In the example below Lacosta, Dave has a send off in addition to the two cautions. 
4.3. List coach or adult send offs with enough identifying details and background. They will 

be invited to a disciplinary hearing and we need a good description of what happened. 
Try to summarize just the relevant points to allow us to visualize the sequence of events.
